PRESIDENT’S MESSAGE 

Suzanne Marshall is an international-award winning 
quilter. As a self-taught quilter who has never taken a 
lesson, Suzanne has evolved several novel techniques, 
such as Take-Away Appliqué. Her quilts have won  
numerous prizes, including multiple awards for Best 
Hand Workmanship at the American Quilter's Society 
shows in Paducah and Lancaster. Her most famous 
quilt is probably "The Mastectomy Quilt". Her quilt 
"Toujour Nouveau" was named as one of the Twentieth 
Century's 100 Best American Quilts. This quilt is in the 
permanent collection of the Museum of the American 
Quilter's Society in Paducah, Kentucky, as is her 
"Mother's Day" quilt. 
 

A significant honor was being selected as one of the 
"World's Distinguished Quilt Artists" to exhibit three  
selected quilts, "Dragonflowers", "Leafhoppers" and 
"Konnichiwa" in Tokyo, Japan in January, 2003. In 
2010, one of her latest creations, "Vases", received the 
Best Hand Workmanship Award at the AQS Show in  
Lancaster, Pennsylvania.
